The Presiding Disciplinary Judge accepted the parties Conditional Admission of
Misconduct and suspended respondent, Richard James Goff, from the practice of law for a period
of six months with reinstatement subject to certain conditions. Respondent brought and
defended afrivolous lawsuit, and failed to provide competent assistance of counsel to aclient in
violation of Colo. RPC 1.1, Colo. RPC 3.1, Colo. RPC 8.4(a) and Colo. RPC 8.4(d). Respondent

was ordered to pay the costs of the disciplinary proceedings.
